The award was given by Francesco Fucilla, 
founding father of the academy, and Jeremy Dunning Davies, president, and 
the chairman of the Academy Waldyr Alves Rodrigues, and the Vice Rector 
of Pecs University. 
 
Bari, Italy - In February, 2010 at Bari University, the scientific 
commission of the “Renoir” Prize of the Region Apulia, awarded Franco 
Selleri the 2010 Prize Renoir.  The prize was presented to Franco Selleri by 
the Rectors of the Universities of Bari, Foggia and Lecce.
